An introduction to the classical Tamil
Literature and the need for the traditional
Grammar in intrepreting classical Tamil
Literature will also be focused in this
training. Beside Tamil teachers, the
participants may include undergraduate
and post graduate students, research
scholars working on Indology or
Tamilology and Post - dectoral fellows
interested in Tamil Studies. Therefore,
the aim of the training course is also to
give an opportunity to those who are
interested in Tamil Studies, to come over
to Tamilnadu learn and understand the
various aspects of Tamil language and
grammar in a short period.
